SCHOLARSHIP ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA:

•	 Scholarships are awarded in Grade 11 and continue in Grade 12, but are subject to review of student progress and achievement.

• 	 The Scholarship Program is available to all new learners, as well as existing learners of Legacy School, who wish to enroll in the 
Cambridge International or International Baccalaureate Diploma Program (IBDP)* program in the academic year 2019-20

• 	 Learners should have completed Grade 10 with a minimum grade of A or 90% or have national level achievement in the area 
chosen . (The decision on the minimum equivalent grade for students applying from different curriculums / grading systems 
rests solely with the Legacy School Scholarship Committee)

• 	 Learners who have a parent or guardian employed by a company that pays / reimburses the school fee of their employees’	
children are not eligible to apply for the Scholarship

• 	 Selection for the Scholarship will be based on the personal statement, evidence of the criteria specified in the application and a	
personal interview with the Scholarship Review Committee.

• 	 Personal statement: A 1000 words persuasive statement reflecting upon the applicant’s eligibility to be considered for and	
awarded the Scholarship in the area chosen.

• 	 Enrollment and scholarship will be confirmed only after the completion of all admission formalities

•	 Written Round: Applicants will answer a logical thinking test.
